Examples of subtle energies include: 

 

        LUNAR Energy & Planting   
 
* Plant when the moon is waxing  
 (but not root crops) 
* Around full moon only cultivate &  
 do liquid fertilising 
* Plant root crops just before the new moon 
* Never plant during an eclipse 
 



Earth Energies  

 

* Geobiology  = the subtle energies of a site, 

usually in relation to geopathic stress zones 

* Geomancy  = landscape mythos, divinity,  

Dreaming and subtle energetics 

* Energy Dowsing  = art of attuning to the energies  

of place, akin to water divining

How is dowsing done?   

The pendulum is a versatile dowsing instrument. Otherwise 
rods or wands can be used. 

But it is the mind of the operator that really counts!
